

Jaguar awards conservation grant in Central America

Helping preserve and protect the jaguar in its natural habitat has been the mission of Jaguar’s Conservation Trust since 2003.

As part of its continued support for the Trust, Jaguar North America recently awarded more than $37,000 in grants to five Central America organizations to assist their work in helping the endangered big cat.

Local media, government officials and community representatives in Belize, Costa Rica and Guatemala attended the award ceremonies to see some of the work and ideas of the winners.

In Belize, grants were made to the Belize Zoo and its partnership with the Scout Association of Belize to promote jaguar conservation. Funds also went to the Itzamna Society in Belize to create a monitoring census for the jaguar population in the Noj Kaax Me’en Eligio Panti National Park.

In Costa Rica, funds were made available to the Fundacion Hagnauer for conservation education. While in Guatemala, grants went to the Fundacion Defensores de la Naturaleza to support environmental education, and to Sol Dios – Jaguar Fase III to support an education exhibition in the Archeological National Museum.
